II. Style Guide
The first page should be used for text and should include the abstract title, 150-word short abstract, list of authors, affiliations, main text, and references. The contact information of the corresponding author should follow the list of authors. The abstract title should be in bold 14-pt Times New Roman font. The 150-word short abstract should be in bold 9-pt Times New Roman font. The main text should be in 10-pt Times New Roman font. References to prior work, if any, should be given at the end of the text page in 8-pt Times New Roman font and left-aligned. 
The second page should be reserved for figures and tables. All figures and tables should be clearly labeled and captioned (8-pt font) so that they can be understood independent of the text.
To typeset equations, use Microsoft Equation 3.0 (Word 2003 or earlier) or Equation (Word 2007 or later).
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Abstracts that do not follow these formatting rules will be automatically rejected. We strongly recommend using IEEE PDF eXpress (http://www.pdf-express.org/) for preparing the PDF files.
